In addition, | have reached out to local food store owners to discuss with them the measures
they are taking to sanitize and disinfect and to allow customers to maintain a safe, six-foot
distance from one another. | also requested that they institute dedicated store hours for senior
citizens and first responders to shop, in order to limit their possible exposure to coronavirus,
which a number of stores have already done.

Our supply of food and other goods is secure at this time, though overbuying is causing some
temporary shortages. Regional and local suppliers have assured us that the supply chain is
dependable. Please do not buy more than you need, so that goods remain available for
everyone in the community.
